TEE –BALL

• Optional equipment: Baseball pants, helmet, bat 
• Once teams have been set, your Coach will contact you with further information. 
• All games are held at Honeoye Junior Baseball Fields 
• Approximately 1 practice and 1 game per week 
• Games are 3 innings lasting approximately 1 to 1-1/2 hours 

 
ROOKIE 

• Equipment needed: Glove, sneakers or cleats with rubber spikes, baseball pants, water or sports drink 
• Optional equipment: Helmet, bat, protective cup(boys only) 
• Once teams have been set, your Coach will contact you with further information. 
• All games are held at Honeoye Junior Baseball Fields 
• Approximately 1-2 practices and 1-2 games per week 
• Games are 3 innings last approximately 1 to 1-1/2 hours 

 
MINOR LEAGUE(Must attend evaluations if new to league or are moving up from Rookies) 

• Equipment needed: Glove, cleats with rubber spikes, baseball pants, protective cup(boys only), water or sports drink 
• Optional equipment: Helmet and bat 
• Once teams have been set, your Coach will contact you with further information. 
• All home games are played at Honeoye Junior Baseball Fields 
• In house games played at home during the week and out of town games played on weekends 
• Games are 6 innings long with 3 innings pitched by pitching machine and 3 innings by pitcher. 

 
MAJOR LEAGUE(Must attend evaluations if new to league or are moving up from Minors) 

• Equipment needed: Glove, cleats with rubber spikes, baseball pants, protective cup(boys only), water or sports drink 
• Optional equipment: Helmet and bat 
• Once teams have been set, your Coach will contact you with further information. 
• All home games are played at Honeoye Junior Baseball Fields 
• In house games played at home during the week and out of town games played on weekends 
• Games are 6 innings. 

 
ADDITIONAL NOTES: 

• There is no food allowed during game play or in dugouts. 
• Raffle tickets will be handed out by coaches and can be turned back into coaches or at concession stand.  Deadline is
